Using Evite®   
 

Evite® is the communication tool for Newcomers/

Longtimers!  Once you have paid your dues, you will begin getting 

evite event invitations.  Evites will be sent from board and com-

mittee chairs to the email that you provided.  Unfortunately, you 

cannot opt out of specific activities – its either get them all or none.  

 

Evite® Event Email 

When you receive an evite, click on “View & RSVP”.  Then you will see the invitation and de-

tails of the event.  At the bottom of the screen it will ask you to respond as to whether or not 

you will be attending the event.   

If you choose to attend, make sure you are not past the deadline to RSVP.   If you RSVP “yes” 

and do not attend, if it is after the deadline, some events like luncheons will still have to 

charge you. 

 

Changing your RSVP  

If you need to change your RSVP, go back to the evite or the evite confirmation and you will 

see “Change RSVP” at the bottom of the screen.   

 

Keeping Track of your Evites 

It is possible to use Evite without getting an evite account.  However, if you have trouble 

keeping track of all the evites or intend to access the invitation on another device, you should 

register.  You will have an Evite homepage with access to past and current evites you have re-

ceived.  There is a pull down in the right corner, where you will select “My Events”.  The web-

site to register is www.evite.com.   

You can also RSVP or change your RSVP from your account.  To change an existing response, 

click on the three dots on the right side of the invitation next to “View Invitation”.
